Minutes of a meeting of VENTNOR TOWN COUNCIL held at The Winter Gardens, Ventnor,
IW on 10th March 2008.

An apology for absence was received from Councillor Mrs.B.Lawson.

1. PRAYERS
The meeting opened with prayers led by the Town Mayor.

2. MINUTES
The minutes of the meeting held on 25th February 2008 were approved and signed.

3. REPORTS FROM THE POLICE AND TOWN CENTRE MANAGER
An apology for absence was received from the police.
The Town Centre Manager reported on activities since the last meeting.
Work to improve the bus shelters had now been programmed. Contributions towards
the cost had been offered by SVOC and the Safer Neighbourhood Partnership and
assistance to undertake the work would be given by Ventnor Enhancement Fund.
The Town Council agreed to contribute £600 towards the cost of materials. The bus
shelters in High Street and Albert Street would be repainted by members of the
Rainier Team.
Funding had been provided by the Safer Neighbourhood Partnership to smarten the
retaining wall adjoining the car park on the Eastern Esplanade and Mr.Reed was
meeting Ventnor Art Group to discuss the idea of painting a mural to reflect the
image of the seafront as it was with the Pier still in place.

4. TOWN CENTRE MANAGERS AND CCTV.
A letter from the Head of Serrvice, Safer Neighourhood Partnership, thanked the
Town Council for their recent suggestion that Town Managers might be given some
funding for small works. No funding was at present available within the budget
of the Partnership but the possibility of obtaining joint funding from other
departments was being negotiated. Regarding CCTV in Ventnor town centre it was
hoped that the Town Council would be able to contribute towards the cost of the
cameras as previously agreed. The Town Clerk said that no provision had been made
in the 2008/2009 budget and this will have to be considered in the next financial
year.

5. UNDERCLIFF DRIVE
A letter from Mr.S.Love, Director of Environment and Neighbourhoods, set out the
present position regarding the maintenance of Undercliff Drive. The Town Council
were concerned that the letter stated that the IW Council would maintain the road
as is currently done or until such time as an alternative position has formally been
decided. It was Resolved - That the Director be informed again that the Town
Council stress that Undercliff Drive should be retained in a satisfactory condition
recognising the fact that Whitwell Road, Newport Road and Leeson Road were
each at risk from land movement and access to the town could be blocked with
very serious consequences.

6. CAR PARKS - HIGH STREET AND MARKET STREET
The Traffic Manager of IW Council wrote to say that with the imminent arrival of
Tesco Express he had been asked to reconsider the status of the car parks in High
Street and Market Street and in advance of the proposals to be advertised for
public consultation he would like the views of the Town Council.
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the Town Mayor submitted the draft lown Plan 10r Ine years ZUus —-Zulz. Inis wil
be open for public consultation on 29th March 2008 and launched at the Annual
Town Meeting on 21st April 2008.

The Town Council approved the Plan and piaced on record their appreciation of the
great amount of work undertaken by the Town Mayor and Mr.Mark Compton-Hall
in researching public opinion and bringing together the elements of the Town Plan.

BUS SERVICE No.31 - THE ESPLANADE

Councillor Mrs.S.J.Scoccia asked the Town Council to write to Wightbus endorsing
the request that this service be extended to cover a service to The Esplanade.
This was agreed.

HERITAGE LOTTERY FUND
It was Resolved - That the Town Council support an application to the Heritage
Lottery Fund for a grant to be used for the benefit and betterment of the town.

REPORT OF THE GRANTS COMMITTEE HELD ON 25th FEBRUARY 2008
The report of the Grants Committee and the recommendations contained therein
were approved and adopted.

Councillor Mrs.V.Taylor declared a personal interest in the application made by
Sandown and Shanklin inshore Lifeboat.
